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Have a grand day out at Callendar House in
Falkirk. Situated amidst magnificent park and
woodland, Callendar House tells stories spanning
600 years of Scottish history.

Follow in the footsteps of royalty, walk through
the corridors of Enlightenment and see history
brought to life in the working 1825 Kitchen with
its roaring fire and wonderful aromas.

Meanwhile, in the Park, go back even further in
time and explore a section of the Antonine Wall,
built by the Romans as the frontier of their
Empire, and now the UK's nominated site for
inclusion on UNESCO's World Heritage
Site list.

Open daily, the 1825 Kitchen forms the
centrepiece of this interactive experience and
you can sample authentic Georgian food, listen
to stories about life below stairs, and watch
kitchen staff go about their daily tasks.

The Forbes's Falkirk exhibition occasionally
includes costumed interpretation on early 19th
century clockmaking, shopkeeping and printing,
however, you are advised to check availability of
this service before you visit.

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The Story of Callendar House

The Story of Callendar House begins in the
eleventh century, when the King’s representative,
the Thane of Callendar, built a house in the
shadow of the Antonine Wall. Journey through
four turbulent centuries of ownership by the
Livingston family, ending with the sale of the
house and estate in the 18th century to the
Forbes family.

William Forbes’s Falkirk 1750-1850

Look at the industrial and social revolutions of
the period through the eyes of William Forbes, a
copper merchant and self-made man who
purchased Callendar House and Estate in 1783.

The Antonine Wall

With the house providing an excellent vantage
point to view the Antonine Wall, this display
looks at its construction and function.



Archives

The 1850s Library houses Falkirk Council's
archive service. The archives hold local authority
records, valuation and electoral rolls, family and
personal papers, maps and plans, information
resources including microfilm copies of
newspapers, a small reference library, finding
aids, catalogues and indexes to the archives.In
addition to the thousands of photographs of the
local area from the 1840s to the present day,
visitors can also view photos and links to Falkirk
Museums' object collections.
